	From Action List Item 9.02 – Section Web Site

· Dave Hanson has been working at developing the web site so that it can accommodate  “members only” sections.

· It is being done using free software, and he is building in the log-in script, security, members only requirements, menus, software validation.

· Currently doing a build up of the test application so that we can troubleshoot the system and advise on development.

· Dave will host the site on his server until the site is ready for launch.

· He reviewed the other ACC sites. Most were very basic, and those with members pages had a bit of security.

· His intention is to get the site up and running so that it can be handed over and lunched by the fall.

· He is building it so that the content can be edited using a web management system.

· Security will be by a “forms based” authentication, and will be updated based on the membership lists from national.

· The site will potentially allow trip coordinators to schedule their trips on line, and provide condition updates.

· Moving the hosting away from national will allow us to have more server space and use data base applications

· So far, Dave has put in about 80 hours sourcing the software and modeling the applications.  He has replicated about 30% of the current site.

	
	· The site will be replicated by the fall, and will take several hundred more hours to complete.

· It is being set up so that a systems administrator can run and maintain the site, just as is happening now.
· Modification of the site structure or significant additions will require the services of a programmer.
· Open source software is currently very reliable, and we would not have to upgrade unless we wanted to make use of new functionality that is made available in the future.
· Total revamps of a web site tend to happen every 3 to 5 years and are triggered mostly by the desire for a change rather than a need.
· The exec reviewed the website on line and Dave showed us the current structure and functionality.
The exec discussed the progress and the quality of the work and effort that has gone into this development, and would like Dave to continue.
