Section Business

Equipment Storage Shed Expenditure Proposal

· The total estimated replacement cost of the equipment is estimated at $5000.  The plan is to not take out specific insurance for the equipment. But if required by Orvil’s property insurance we will cover the cost of a rider specific to the equipment and shed.

· The proposal to purchase a shed and sundry items to erect it, up to a total of $2000 was tabled by Sandy Walker, and seconded by Leslie Young.

· A vote was held, and all in attendance were in favour.  There was one e-mailed vote that was against.  Motion carried.
