	MINUTES OF LAST MEETING

· Minutes approved as is.
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	NEW BUSINESS

· Essay/Literature Contest
· We will run the essay/literature contest again this year, in conjunction with the photo contest in June. The essay contest is a good way to generate content for the Chinook and a prize of $50 is awarded to the winner. 
· ACC NewsNet

· In future NewsNets, there will be an area called “Section News”. National invites sections to submit information on upcoming events, speakers, courses, trips and invitations.

· Elizabeth will manage the distribution of Calgary section information to the NewsNet.
· 2006 Centennial Survey Results

· Survey results are available on the National website at http://www.alpineclubofcanada.ca/survey/index.html
· Elisabeth and Carmie provide a link to the survey results in the next Chinook and Breeze.

· Email Address Management

· National is offering to manage our email address list using their database. 
· National encourages each section to eventually purchase a bulk mailer program in order to download the addresses from their database and send the emails. The bulk mailer costs approximately $100. 
· Elisabeth currently sends the Breeze over four days and this new system may facilitate her task. We could use this weekly for the Breeze, as well as for any other section communication.
· Action item: Elisabeth will contact Nancy to requests more information regarding compatibility of the bulk mailer software.

· Is the ACC right for me?

· We received an email from Darren Farley, a 15 year old interested in exploring opportunities with the Calgary section of the ACC. 
· Action item: Ray will contact Darren to invite him to a section meeting, to the weekly Rock Rage and to specify that as a member he can join club trips but his parents are required to sign the waiver.
· Website project

· The proposed website structure (site map) with responsible members was discussed. Existing text content can be used to populate the new site. 

· We explored the idea of generating a general events calendar to list all events in one spot. 
· Action item: Paul to verify if calendar module can ‘auto generate’ from each schedule (ice climbing, skiing, scrambling) and can implement ‘color coding’ to distinguish types of activities.

· Action item: We must determine which areas are to be ‘member only’ areas requiring log in. It was suggested that a public version (date and destination) of the trip schedule can be posted as a method of advertising to the public without divulging personal information. 
· Next step to move this project along is to have each area member agree to maintain their own section.

· Action item: Renee will update the site map and will distribute to the executive. 

· Action item: Ray will contact each area leader to distribute the site map, to outline the self input plan and to ask for their feedback and cooperation. Ray will ask for addition, deletions, feedback on ‘members only’ areas and will direct members with questions to Renee & Paul. Deadline: March 31, 2007.
· Action item: Once we receive feedback from areas, we will ask Dave to set up the initial structure of the test site based on the updated site map.
