	MINUTES OF LAST MEETING

· Minutes approved as is.
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	NEW BUSINESS.

· Summer TNF Application

· The executive has endorsed three applicants in this order: Mark Lane, Toby Brodkorb, and Michael Wingham.  Applicants were notified that they had been endorsed and Toby and Mike were also told that they were not the section’s first endorsement.

· ACC Annual General Meeting

· Paul attended the meeting

· One of the main issues discussed was the cost of mailing the Gazette; a suggestion was made to e-mail the Gazette but it was defeated

· There was talk around the Hargreaves Hut near Mt.Robson: a future larger hut has been approved at that location.

· There was some discussion around the certification requirements for leaders and participants but it was felt that the current system is adequate for now.
· The bolting of routes was discussed; what came out of the meeting was that most attendees seemed to think that putting bolts for protection during a climb was acceptable, however building anchors for future use should not be done.

· ACTION: Peter will contact National to clarify whether the ACC has an official written policy on this subject.  The Calgary exec’s position is that if bolting is deemed necessary by the leader for the safe completion of a section activity then we would support it.

· TABVAR and Bolted Routes

· Related to bullet 4 above: it is the exec’s understanding that TABVAR will re-imburse people who bolt routes for the materials used upon successful application to the Association.  No pre-submission is required.

· ACTION: Peter to contact TABVAR and clarify what their policy and process is with regards to bolting routes.
