ITEMS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Hand Drill Motion
· Peter stated that the Section made an error at the previous meeting by not initiating discussion and allowing a vote on a motion from the floor (“To investigate the purchase of a hammer drill for retrofitting bolts”) made during the November meeting. These questions include:

· Q. What is the cost of a drill? 

A. Cost range is $200-$600.

· Q. What is ACC liability associated with the ownership of a drill? 

A. There is no legal liability associated with the ownership a drill.
· Q. What should the ACC’s level of awareness of what is bolted be? 

A. There is no official ACC policy on this matter.
· Q. What is the ACC’s responsibility with regards to materials (e.g. bolts, hangers, gas, etc.)? 

A. The Section would need to determine if members want to see part of their membership fee 
going towards bolting activities. Or, alternatively, the Section can continue providing financial 

support to TABVAR, an organization that administers a fund which is used to replace fees 
associated with bolting activities.
· Member Discussion: A few members suggested that ACC bolting activities could be done in conjunction with TABVAR. Since TABVAR already has a process in place, there is no need to duplicate efforts. Options we can explore include: considering membership to TABVAR as a Section, or offering reimbursements to members similar to those offered for first aid and skills courses. Another member urged the section to be careful navigating this issue due to liability issues. Clubs and Associations are not treated the same way with regards to legal liability. TABVAR, as an association, might have insurance to cover and protected individuals. 
· Q. Where and how will the drill be stored? 
A. A suggestion is to store the drill with the rest of the ACC equipment. 
· Discussion – One member suggested that we inquire to see if any other Sections own a drill and what their bolting policies are. The Southern Ontario apparently has a drill and has retrobolted routes. 
· Cam clarified that the amended motion (“To investigate the purchase of a hammer drill for the Section”) does not require a decision or a vote. The investigation has been completed, therefore we can return to the original motion. Only the original motion (“For the ACC Calgary section to purchase a hammer drill”) requires a decision and vote. Typically, when a motion is made, there is a brief discussion and the motion is either tabled or voted on. 
· Peter proposed that the motion be tabled. Cam seconded. The original motion  (“For the ACC Calgary section to purchase a hammer drill”) has been tabled.
The meeting adjourned at 20:45 and was followed by a presentation by Urs Kallen entitled “The 25 Bold and Cold”.
