Getting There
The Woodbury Cabin is located in British Columbia’s Selkirk Mountains, northeast of Nelson and southwest of 
Kaslo in Kokanee Glacier Provincial Park.

The following information should be used in conjunction with the correct topographical maps (maps are listed 
below).

Summer

Trailhead location: Woodbury Trailhead (see directions below) 
Hiking distance: 8 km 
Elevation gain: 762 metres 
Approximate time: 4 to 5 hours 

Note: the Woodbury Cabin is closed in the winter months due to avalanche danger.

Trailhead location
Summertime access starts at the Woodbury trailhead. To get there follow Highway 3A from Nelson to the marked 
turnoff 23 km north of Balfour. Follow the logging road for 13 kilometres.

Note that the last 2 kilometres require a high-clearance vehicle. All roads in the park may not be suitable for low-
clearance vehicles. Park visitors are recommended to protect their vehicles with chicken wire to deter porcupines 
from chewing on rubber hoses, tires, and break lines.

Summer approach
From the end of the logging road, follow the well-marked trail along the creek for 8 km until you find the cabin just 
above the Wolf Cascade. Keep in mind that the trail forks after the first kilometre, at which point you want to take 
the left-hand trail up to the Woodbury Cabin. The trip up to the cabin gains 762 metres elevation and should take 
most hikers about 4 to 5 hours.

Weather: Go to www.weather.ec.gc.ca click on <BC>, then scroll down to <Nelson>.  The weather forecasts are 
updated 3 times daily. 

It must be emphasized that Kokanee Glacier Park is wilderness and any visitors must be entirely self-sufficient. 
Weather conditions can change suddenly in this area and lightning storms with hail and snow are common in 
summer.

Summary

Heating: Wood stove
Lighting: Propane lanterns 
Cooking: Propane stove, cookware, dishes, cutlery provided.
Sleeping: Dormitory style, foam pads provided 
Capacity: 8 people in the summer, closed in the winter 
Drinking water: From the creek (boil or filter)
Human Waste: Outhouse
Dishwater: Greywater pit 
Garbage: Pack it out!

History
The Woodbury Cabin was built over the summers of 1983 and 1984 at the exact site on which an old mining 
cabin once existed. The circumstances that came together for the construction of the hut worked out conveniently 
– a great site location, abundant building materials, and free labor provided by a provincial co-operative inmate 
program. The hut was also built with the goal of creating an incentive to draw park users away from the central 
core of the park and into the less crowded areas by providing a base for their recreational activities.
